2. Aim of the subject:

Wild growing medicinal plants are endangered by numerous specific and non-specific factors. One of the most important factors specific for this group of plants is uncontrolled and excessive harvesting, resulting from big demand on the raw materials obtained from these plants. Other dangers concern changes in natural habitats of plants, caused both by natural processes and man’s activity. Students will be acquainted with the most important species of medicinal plants growing wild in Poland, with regard to habitat type, richness of natural resources, plant part collected as a raw material, and main dangers for the species. The methods of preservation of medicinal plants and their natural habitats will be presented, including Polish and international law regulations, international conventions, organisations and institutions involved in research on wild growing medicinal plants, active protection and policy making, long-term actions leading to conservation of natural plant resources. Some results of the in situ and ex situ studies on biodiversity of medicinal plants carried out in Poland will be shown, with special regard to those concerning intraspecific chemical diversity of medicinal plants, which is essential from the practical point of view (quality of raw materials, usefulness for cultivation and breeding). The rules of the balanced exploitation of natural resources of medicinal plants will be discussed.

3. Lecture topics:

General characteristics of medicinal plants and Polish herbal market, with special respect to the demand on raw materials obtained from wild growing plants. Intraspecific variability of wild growing medicinal plants and its impact on conservation strategies. Polish and international law regulations and conventions aiming at conservation of natural resources of medicinal plants. Factors threatening populations of wild growing medicinal plants and their habitats. In situ and ex situ conservation of medicinal plants.

Practices topics:

Botanical characteristics and identification of chosen wild growing medicinal plants, including protected and non-protected but endangered species. Visit to the experimental field of the Department of Vegetable and Medicinal Plants to get acquainted with the ex situ collection of wild growing medicinal plants and the experiments on introduction of these plants into cultivation. Methods of propagation of medicinal plants (in a glasshouse).

4. Pass conditions:

Written test including identification of chosen species of medicinal plants.

5. Learning outcomes – skills acquired:

Ability to identify wild growing medicinal plants, especially protected and endangered species. Awareness of various threats for wild populations of medicinal plants. Knowledge on the strategies for the conservation of biodiversity of medicinal plants. Awareness of problems concerning re-introduction of plants to the natural habitats.
